Third Open Baltic Sea championships for Clubs 2010 July 23th-25th

Welcome to the third  Baltic Sea championships

Finland welcomes all nations to take part in the third Baltic Sea championships for clubs.  Two first events has been available for the countries around the Baltic Sea. Last year some clubs from centre of Europe were asking possibility to join the Baltic Sea competition. Now this third Baltic Sea championships will be open for all the club teams in Europe. Finland is honored to arrange this friendship competition on a venue famous for it’s first-class bream catches. Lake Hirvijärvi is probably the venue where next World or European Championships in Finland will be organized.

The 2010 championship will be hosted on lake Hirvijärvi near the town Seinäjoki on July 23th-25th 2010. The championship will be fished by teams of 4 persons and results will be published for both team and individual classes. Top three will be rewarded in both classes. Each country can send one or more teams.

Timetable

The following timetable will be used over the championships:

Free practise allowed on match length (see “The venue and practise area”)

Friday 23rd
Official practise day on the match length (not compulsory). All practising must stop and the match length must be empty by 17:00 
Teams are asked to leave excess groundbait to the organizers so that empty practice boxes can be baited.

The venue and practise area

The venue for the championship is the artificial lake Hirvijärvi near the town of Seinäjoki.
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The area marked with green is the competition AND practise area. Notice that practising IS allowed on the match length all week before the match. The match headquarter is located where the black arrow is pointing (address: Hirvijärventie 340, Nurmo)

Traffic, parking and litter
IT IS ABSOLUTELY IMPERATIVE THAT THESE RULES MUST BE FOLLOWED to ensure that our matches can be organized on this venue in future too:

It is imperative that cars are parked on the lake side of the road and traffic on the road must not be blocked at any time. Speed limits on the road must be obeyed at all times. The road is a private road and we have kindly been given access to this road and venue so let’s behave accordingly.

It is absolutely forbidden to leave any litter on the lake, camping areas or road sides. The match organiser will deliver plastic litter bags to each team and will give further instructions as to where to deliver the filled bags.
Please, act accordingly, these rules cannot be emphasized too much!

Rules

The following parts of the Official 2010 FIPSed rules for Nations’ world championships will be used for rules:

General rules articles 11, 13-23  and article 12a-12d with the exception that there will be no individual stewards and the bait check will be carried out by the organizer

Weighing operations articles 26-27

Classifications article 33 with the exception that the results are calculated according to 15 nations’ rule even if there are more than 15 teams!
Length of rods article 35

Rules in case of a thunderstorm article 39

Bait limits for the match are (article 12a and 12b):

groundbait 17 liters measured wet and ready to use

baits 2,5 liters of which max. 1 liter of joker/bloodworm

Venue description

Lake Hirvijärvi is an artificial lake with depths from about 3 to 6 meters. The lake is famous for its good catches of bream on the pole or long telescopic whips. The best catches in have been over 20 kilos in 3 hours. Bream size varies from 300 grams to 1.5 kilos depending on the day. There is also a stock of big roach that plays a big part on bad days when the bream is not present. Because the lake is a big one the winds affect it a lot and cause quite strong currents depending on the direction of the wind.
